Their wagon trains and motor-and-bailey castles 



bore scant resemblance to the towering Traction Cities of later centuries, but quickly came to 



dominate much of Europa, especially in the harsh north. In Asia, as a response to incursions by 



nomad landships, various wall-building and defence collectives came about under leaders such 



as Lama Batmunkh, the stirrings of what would eventually become the Anti-Traction League.



However, as the climate stabilized over the next four centuries, stationary living became a more 



attractive option again. Many of the once-mobile nations settled back down, some more or less 



where they started, and Europa experienced a resurgence of technophobia and distrust of the

Thanks to Quirke’s friendship with the fugitive Scriven technomancer Wavey Godshawk, he 



learned of the gigantic engines which had been designed by London’s deposed ruler: her father, 



Auric Godshawk. Quirke brought his forces south in 477 to seize both the city and Godshawk’s 



prototype. The Movement landships and traction fortress easily overwhelmed the Trained Bands 



at the Battle of Welcome Break, and pressed on into the city itself, where they met with little 



opposition, apart from a drunken brawl with a particularly cantankerous pub landlord. 



Almost all accounts from the battle describe the presence of an enormous orb flying over the 



Almost all accounts from the battle describe the presence of an enormous orb flying over the 



battlefield; some accounts suggest that this was an early hot-air balloon unsuccessfully used by 



London’s defenders, others that it was a sign of the Eye of Nazara bringing good fortune on the 



Movement’s advancing troops with its flaming vision.

The Zagwan armies represented a common threat to a fragmented Tractionist Europa, and in 



the summer of 511 TE envoys from Bordeaux-Mobile proposed a temporary armistice among 



Tractionists.

There are many different forms of government among the cities of the Traction Era, but one of 



the most popular is the Guild system practised by London and many other Anglish-speaking 



cities.

The Anti-Traction League was 



formally pronounced in 525 TE, in recognition of the threat of Traction Cities which the Zagwan 



formally pronounced in 525 TE, in recognition of the threat of Traction Cities which the Zagwan 



Deluge had failed to stamp out, although its founders considered it to be a continuation of 



Deluge had failed to stamp out, although its founders considered it to be a continuation of 



Batmunkh’s wall-building tradition of five hundred years earlier. This new League was to be a 



formal military arrangement, with its member states contributing soldiers and weapons to a 



collective military, known as the Eighty-Seven Banner Army. However, this military was rarely 



successful against Tractionism, and had been reduced to a Nineteen Banner Army by the 



seventh century TE. Faced with ever-larger cities devouring its walls and flatland castles, the 



League withdrew to the more defensible mountains of the Altai Shan, and turned to rocketry and 



airships over battalions and bagua-based defences. 



While retaining its capital at Tienjing and spiritual home in Shan Guo, the League gradually 



came to represent Anti-Tractionism everywhere, with the Spitzbergen Static, Tibesti and Zagwa 



variously counted among its member states or allies. Each of these contributed to the League’s 



mighty Air-Fleets. These aerial armadas, and the heavier defences built at the Tien Shan 



Shield-Wall and Los Libertadores Muro Grande, proved a highly effective deterrent to 



marauding Traction Cities, although the League never seriously attempted rebuilding the old 



sprawling fortified frontier of Lama Batmunkh’s day.

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Batmunkh Gompa


The “City of Eternal Strength”, standing guard over a broad pass through the Tien Shan 



Mountains. Here, beneath the windows of the fortified monastery which gives the place 



its name, Lama Batmunkh first built a wall against the threat of Tractionism. Over the 



following centuries the wall became bigger and bigger, and by the time of the Third Traction 



Boom it was seen as a sort of ultimate target for Traction Cities, the conquest that would give 



a city legitimacy as Apex Predator. Throughout its history, many great cities vowed to be the 



first to breach it, only to be destroyed by its rocket batteries and airships. The tallest stationary 



man-made structure in the world, the wall’s western face is armoured with the deck-plates of 



defeated assailants. The eastern face is densely built-up, with farmland stretching away eastward 



along the shores of the lake of Batmunkh Nor. At the wall’s summit stand the High Eyries, 



the hangars in which the airships of the Anti-Traction League’s Northern Air-Fleet are stationed.

Lifting-gas or luftgaz


A catch-all term for all the many different sorts of lighter-than-air gas used to keep airships aloft. 



These included hydrogen, helium, methane, hot ammonia and coal gas. Helium – “Luftgaz B” 



– was favoured by Anti-Traction League airships as their static homelands had the mining 



infrastructure in place to find it. As helium airships were generally safer, the Anti-Traction League 



traditionally built larger ships, including the towering spice freighters of the Hundred Islands, 



which made immense voyages at high altitudes. Tractionists preferred “Luftgaz A”, or hydrogen, 



which Traction Cities could easily split from water, having access to plenty of power for electrolysis. 



However, hydrogen-filled airships had a reputation for what airship manufacturers called “sudden 



catastrophic venting” and everyone else called “exploding”. This led to a lasting distrust of airships 



among the Traction Cities, which usually restricted them to specialized docking areas, as far as 



possible from the main parts of the city, where fires could be more easily brought under control.

Homing beacon


Radio beacons mounted aboard most towns and cities to guide airships to them. These devices 



have replaced old-fashioned visual navigation aids on most cities, although Brighton kept its 



Pharos Wheel (a popular tourist attraction) for nostalgia’s sake. Each city has a distinct tone or 



radio signature, and experienced aviators have learned to recognize Arkangel’s wavering howl 



or the homely warble of the Airhaven transmitter as they cut through the spluttering static of 



or the homely warble of the Airhaven transmitter as they cut through the spluttering static of 



the Bird Roads.

Nimrod Pennyroyal’s account of a journey 



to the lost city of Detroit, in which he claimed to have met real live Americans and fought bears 



and wolves, has never been confirmed, although he is not the only traveller to have suggested 



that the Dead Continent may not be as dead as it once seemed. Raft cities watering on the Pacific 



Coast have reported seeing camp-fires among the hills inland, and stray aviators have sighted 



patches of greenery that may be crops.
